6 STANDING COMMITTEE REPORT

Professor Beckett reported on the following matters:-

a) Local History Education and Research in Nottinghamshire – Sue Clayton had made progress on the project, making further contact with those local history societies which had expressed an interest in research opportunities.
b) Queen’s birthday service – the Society would be represented by John and Ann Wilson, Margaret Trueman and Penny Messenger.
c) Thoroton display boards and History Fair – Penny Messenger and Margaret Trueman now had the display boards and were meeting with Jean Nicholson to assist in preparing them for the History Fair in Bramcote in September. There would be notice of this event in the Newsletter.
d) Mechanics Heritage Open Day – this was to be held on 12th September: John Wilson, Margaret Trueman and Penny Messenger would see to arrangements.
